In addition to serving in an elected capacity, President Wooden Knife has strived to enhance the 

quality of life on the Rosebud Reservation, serving as a volunteer in her community. She played 

critical roles in the establishment and organizational activities of the Tribe’s pet clinic because 

care and veterinary service access were very limited on the reservation, and the Rosebud Sioux 

Tribe Homeless Shelter.
